Spelling Challenge took place in Corowa at Corowa Public School.

Macey made it through to round 4 before going out and Lachlan made it
through to round 5, which put both students in the final ten spellers out of the 32
entered from across the Riverina.

The Year 5/6 final was held today for our students via Video Conference (VC) due
to our students attending the Canberra excursion last week. Our representatives
Sami-J Campbell and Rose Chamberlain were excited about doing the spelling bee
on VC. Sami-J Campbell made it through to round 4 before going out and Rose
made it through to round 6 before missing her final word which placed her in the
top 6 of the competition. Well done on your wonderful efforts students, great
results all round.

Tom and Harvey make it to State Cricket Championships
Tom Barker and Harvey White, who were selected in March this year for the
Riverina Cricket Squad of 24, participated in the final 100 over trial match in
Barooga yesterday. This match saw the 24 man squad reduced to the final 12 man
